BUBEL-HEMMERICH

Joseph Henry Bubel and his wife Irene (Hemmerich) Bubel lived at 2229 Boller Avenue,
Baychester, Bronx, New York.!

Joseph H. Bubel was born on January 19, 1918 in Manhattan, New York, son of German
immigrant Joseph J. Bubel and New Yorker Theresa Boehmer.” He grew up in Manhattan, New
York. Irene Hemmerich was born on May 27, 1920, also in Manhattan, New York.? She was the
second of three children of native New Yorkers Edward Hemmerich and Katherine Plusensky.
On August 9, 1941 Joseph Bubel and Irene Hemmerich were married in the Bronx, New York.*

By 1950 Joseph and Irene were living in Baychester at 2229 Boller Avenue. They had two sons
by that time: Joseph E. Bubel, age 7, and Robert Bubel, age 5. Joseph was supporting his
family as a Machinist for a beer manufacturer.® A third child, Richard J. Bubel, was born about
1952. Unfortunately, Joseph and Irene divorced in 1955°. Irene remained at 2229 Boller
Avenue with her children; Joseph moved out.

Son Robert Bubel died on July 2, 1958 in Baychester at age 14 from a diving/swimming accident
at the local swimming area. He was swimming with a group of neighborhood friends and his
brother Joseph, and sadly he drowned. He was buried in Saint John Cemetery, Middle Village,
Queens, New York.®

Son Joseph E. Bubel married in 1964* and moved to Dutchess County, New York’.
Son Richard J. Bubel married in 1972 and moved away.

Joseph H. Bubel died on December 10, 1968 in Perth Amboy, Middlesex County, New Jerseys. It
is not known where he might be buried.

Irene Bubel died in the Bronx, New York on October 12, 2008°. She was buried in Saint John
Cemetery, Middle Village, Queens, New York in a large family grave.10
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
