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William A. Henshaw lived for a few short years in Baychester, Bronx, New York, living as a 
boarder at an unnumbered house on Boller Avenue around 19201.  He was single his entire life, 
and supported himself at a variety of jobs. 
 
He was born around 1863 in Long Island, Queens, New York of Irish immigrants James and 
Della Henshaw. His father James died in 1875; unknown when his mother Della died, but she is 
last documented in the 1880 census.2  He grew up in Long Island, Queens, New York. 
 
William Henshaw was living as a boarder with Alfred Johansen in 1910, when William worked 
as a bartender in a saloon3. When Alfred Johansen moved to Baychester William moved with 
him and boarded in Alfred’s house in Baychester in 1920. William then worked as a house 
painter.1   
 
William Henshaw died on December 12, 1934 in the Bronx, New York.  He was 73 years old, 
and in his later life we worked as a laborer.  At the time of his death he resided at 64 W. 108th 
Street in New York City, New York.  He was buried at St. Michaels Cemetery.4 
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
