NOBLE-TOKER

Lewis Albert Noble and his wife Mildred Susan (Toker) Noble lived at 2222 Boller Avenue in
Baychester, Bronx, New York in the 1950s.’

Lewis Albert Noble was born on August 23, 1920 in Kenova, West Virginiaz. At age 19 he joined
the US Navy and served for about six years, being discharged in 1946°. Before being
discharged, Lewis met and married Mildred Susan Toker. They married on March 2, 1945 in
Manhattan, New York.*

Mildred Susan Toker was born on July 7, 1924 in the Bronx, New York, daughter of George
Edward Toker and Josephine A. Roman’ (see biography Toker-Roman). Mildred Toker grew up
in the Bronx.

By 1950 Lewis and Mildred Noble were living in Baychester at 2222 Boller Avenue. Living in
the same multi-family house were Susan’s parents, her brother George Toker, her sister
Lorraine Pellegrine and Lorraine’s daughter Josephine Pellegrine.!

Following his stint in the US Navy, Lewis had some difficulty obtaining work, and eventually
found work as a maintenance man for a machine manufacturer. Lewis and Mildred had two
children: Richard Lewis Noble and Walter L. Noble. Those children spent their early years in
Baychester before moving to Florida. Richard was twice married in Florida®. No additional
information has been found on Walter.

Lewis Albert Noble died on February 21, 1971 at age 50°. He is buried at Sacred Heart
Cemetery, Stamford, Delaware County, New York. He has a beautiful military gravestone
highlighting his service in the US Navy.’

In later years Mildred Noble lived many years in North Fort Myers, Lee County, Florida.® She
did not remarry. Mildred died on December 14, 1999 at age 75.° It is not known where she died
or where she might be buried.
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
