Stephen “Steve” Pavelka was born in New York City on June 2, 1918°, son of Slovakia emigrants
Marvin Pavelka and Stefania Vizvary. He was the first of two children. He grew up in
Manhattan, New York. He attended the Cooper Union College for the Advancement of Science
and Art’.

Adeline Stettina was born October 17, 1917 also in New York City, daughter of Austrian
emigrants Anton Stefan Stettina and Anna Trompeter (see biography Stettina-Trompeter). She
was the second of two children, and grew up in Manhattan, New York until her parents moved
to Baychester before 1940 and lived at 2224 Boller Avenue.”

Stephen Pavelka and Adeline Stettina married on May 5, 1944 in Manhattan, New York®. After
marriage, Stephen completed his term of service in the US Marine Corps (1942-1946)°, and he
moved into the house Adeline was living in with her parents, at 2224 Boller Avenue’. They
raised three children in Baychester — Ann, Lynn, and Stephen. He supported his family as an
Architectural Draftsman.

Stephen Pavelka died at age 63 on March 23, 1982 in the Bronx, New York®. His wife Adeline
Pavelka died at age 93 on January 30, 2011 in the Bronx, New York®. Both are buried together
at Saint Michael’s Cemetery, East EImhurst, Queens, New York.
